Measure one half of door thickness from doorstop and mark for the vertical
centerline of strike. Drill 1" hole, 1/2" deep at the intersection of the
horizontal and vertical centerlines.

Match screw holes on strike with centerlines on jamb. Mark outline of strike
plate and chisel out until strike is flush with jamb. (Approx. 1/8")

Install strike plate and tighten screws.

Adjustable tang on strike can be bent in or out to eliminate loose fit between
door and door stop.
